Federal Excise Tax Refund
When fi ling your 2006 Federal tax 
return, don’t forget to claim a credit 
or refund for your Federal Excise 
Tax (FET). This tax refund is based 
on long-distance telephone excise 
tax billed after February 28, 2003 
and before August 1, 2006. The tax 
no longer applies to long distance 
services as of August 2006. All 
eligible taxpayers can fi le for this tax 
refund on their Federal tax returns.

For individuals or households, the 
amount of exemptions and refunds 
is: 1-$30.00, 2-$40.00, 3-$50.00, 4 
or more-$60.00. Instructions will be 
provided on applicable income tax 
forms. For the person who does not 
normally fi le income tax, use the 
Form 1040-EZ-T. The claim can only 
be made on the 2006 tax return.
